HISTORY

Nestled on the North Devon coast you'll find the

town of Bideford, once the third busiest harbour

in England, Bideford and The Royal Hotel holds
arich and diverse history.

Starting as a 'Colonial House" in 1682 to the then
Bideford Mayor and wealthy tobacco merchant,
John Davie. Davie saw the creation of our
stunning plaster ceilings, which can still be seen
today in our Kinglsey Lounge. From Davie it had
various merchant owners, but in 1831 it became
a Common Jail, housing 3 prison cells for the
Borough of Bideford.

The 19th century saw the arrival of Richard Heard,
who set about transforming the vacant Colonial
House to a home fit for a merchant. Heard
specialised in shipbuilding trade who added a
lavish library that sparked the story of 'Westward
Ho!" a blockbuster novel. The Royal Hotel holds
a rich and varied story, with every room telling
its own story, have a look for yourself and
see what you can discover...
